The emissions gap in 2030 remains high

Reducing methane emissions is the 

single fastest way to slow the rate of 

warming in the short term.

Unconditional NDCs lower 

projected emissions in 2030 by 5% 

and conditional by 10%

Methane has significantly higher GWP 

than CO2 (~x80) but much shorter 

atmospheric lifetime (~12 years). 

A 30% reduction is needed to get 

on track to 2°C and 45% to 1.5°C

Updated NDCs since COP 26 lower 

projected emissions in 2030 by less 

than 1%
